
Summary of the Key Standard Conditions of Hire
The Standard Conditions of Hire together with any additional conditions imposed under the Premises Licence or that the Village Hall management committee deem necessary shall form part of the terms of this Booking agreement unless specifically excluded by agreement in writing between the Village Hall and the HIRER.  The clauses below are for guidance.  The Standard Conditions of Hire are supplied as a separate document. 

1. [bookmark: _Hlk214546762]The HIRER agrees with the Village Hall to always be present (by its representative if appropriate) during the hiring. 
2. If tickets will be sold for the event, please inform the Administrator and a revised Booking Form will be necessary.
3. [bookmark: OLE_LINK2]You may serve alcohol if no charge is made. If a charge is to be made or it is to be included in a ticket price then the HIRER must get the written permission of the Hall Committee to do so and obtain a temporary Event Notice (TEN), which is a form of licence, from Eastleigh Borough Council, and provide a copy to the Hall Administrator one week before the event.
4. The HIRER must not exceed the capacity of the Main Hall which is [120]
5. Actions which cause damage or are dangerous.  You must not
a. Use pins or nails to secure decorations anywhere in the Hall
b. Use sticky tape on any paint or woodwork, - it leaves a gummy residue
c. Obstruct any Fire Exit or use anything to hold a fire door open
d. Use flammable decorations in an unsafe manner
e. Use explosive indoor decorations or coloured devices such as in Gender reveal parties
f. [bookmark: _Hlk174975481]Use Bouncy Castles
6. Noise and nuisance.    
a. The Hall is in a residential area.  Events must finish in time for the Hall to be vacated by Midnight (11.30 during the week).  
b. Oppressive noise or other nuisance, at any time, which leads to complaints by neighbours may result in the loss of the ‘No damage’ deposit.
7. The Playing of music. The Village Hall has the following additional licences:
a. From the Performing Right Society for the performance of copyright music.
b. From the Phonographic Performance Licence (PPL)   
8. Cleanliness and waste.  
a. You must leave the Hall as clean as you found it. 
b. You must remove waste using the dumpster outside.  If it is full you must take waste with you.
9. Hiring Fee and Deposit
a. The HIRER may be requested to pay a deposit of at least one third of the cost of the booking to confirm a booking which is not imminent. 
b. The payment of all fees and deposits must be completed not later than 2 weeks before the start of the event.
c. A No Damage Deposit will be requested which will be refunded within 28 days of the termination of the hire period provided that no damage or loss has been caused to the premises and/or contents nor complaints made to the Village Hall about noise or other disturbance during the period of the hiring or resulting from the hiring.
