1. Yoga / Pilates / Dance / Flower Arranging / U3A Activities
· Risks: Trips/falls, strains, unsuitable flooring
· Controls: Mats, first aid kit, instructor qualifications, clear floor space
2. Art Classes
· Risks: Chemical use (e.g. solvents), sharp tools
· Controls: Ventilation, COSHH compliance, first aid
3. Motor Clubs / Club AGMs / Business Meetings
· Risks: Electrical (projectors, laptops), fire (extension leads)
· Controls: PAT tested equipment, no overloaded sockets, exits clear
4. Children’s Parties / Antenatal Classes
· Risks: Supervision lapses, food allergies, toy hazards
· Controls: Child-safe environment, allergy checks, DBS-checked staff, safe play areas
5. Adult Parties / Wedding Receptions
· Risks: Alcohol consumption, slips, aggressive behaviour, overcrowding
· Controls: Hire agreement terms, limit on capacity, security presence if needed, licensed bar staff
6. Dog Training Sessions
· Risks: Bites, dog fights, waste hygiene
· Controls: Owner responsibility agreements, leashing policy, designated waste bins
7. Training Sessions (General)
· Risks: Manual handling, slips, equipment malfunction
· Controls: Instructor briefings, health and safety induction, inspection of gear
8. Quiz / Bingo Nights
· Risks: Electrical use, trip hazards (wires), crowding
· Controls: Tidy cabling, max occupancy signage, seating plans
9. Social Meetings for Elderly
· Risks: Falls, accessibility, medical emergencies
· Controls: Ramp access, non-slip floors, chairs with armrests, defibrillator

· Risks: Injuries from physical activity, equipment use
· Controls: Supervised sessions, suitable flooring, first aid provision, liability waivers if appropriate

· Controls: Use of PPE, cordoning off areas, insurance verification, contractor RA/MS (Risk Assessment/Method Statement)
