Cllr Jankinson had attended a meeting with the conservation officers at the church who provided positive recommendations on materials. Potential issues raised with path and void around church concluded that an archeological survey would be required
Decision: The PC has no objections.

3.  To receive & note planning correspondence received 

A resident of Berton Close had shared information of Openreach notices placed on poles, stating they will be providing a new BT pole 10m Light. The resident has responded directly to Openreach with concerns. It is noted that Blunsdon PC are not consulted on utility company works and that other works have also taken place within the village, our understanding is that the 10M Light refers to the pole weight rather than an electric light, however we will advise the resident to contact Openreach for clarification.

We have been informed by Hannington council that the land between Blunsdon and Hannington, owned by Lower Bury Town Farm has been offered for potential development under the proposed Local Plan.  A resident meeting has taken place in Hannington with no involvement from Hannington PC.  Both Blunsdon and Hannington PCs have no reason to comment until they are notified of it reaching Regulation 19 level of the Local Plan.

Pavers - A quotation was received and approved from BRREEVES for providing labour to re-sand and relay pavers in the Community Building car park area.  This is a labour quote only of £95 with the materials to be ordered by the Clerk. 
Timber – A quotation will be requested to treat timber on the outside porch area of the community building. 

The Clerk to ask for BRREEVES for their Liability Insurance prior to proceeding with works.
