NG confirmed he would speak to the resident of Ponting's Close re blocked bridal way access with building supplies.

5) The Finance Officer gave a report, and the parish council reviewed its current finances and its upcoming service needs; following discussions the vote was 6 members for and 1 (against, The Chairman), for the following to be approved: 
· The budget for 2026-27 was approved at £210,756, see attached. 
· The precept for 2026-27 was set at £164,439.  Noting the £46,317 deficit between the two, will be filled by a predicted income.
6) All approved the increase in A/Clerk wage from LC1 point 14 £15.31 to LC2 point 18 £16.35 rising to point 23 in annual increments and to change her title to Deputy Clerk, all with effect from 1.4.26.  This was raised by the clerk due to rising minimum wages and comparisons made.
7) Staff duties and need for additional staff – c/f to next meeting.
8) CIL money received £29,354.49 on 16/12/25, all approved for this to be allocated to a Reserves fund.
9) All approved the purchase of Defib with case for MUGA once funds are kindly received from RRT £1616.99.
10) All approved purchase of Defib pads for Shop, supplied by Defib4Life £120 inc delivery
11) Voting produced 5 votes for and 2 votes against, therefore the motion was carried, and it was approved for the request from Judy Robbins for 2026, for Village Hall discounted hire as follows:

25/250 POLICIES There were no policies for review however, council confirmed requirements for a risk assessment in the community building car park. 
Car Park Risk Assessment – It was noted based on the original draft that ‘Clear signage for speed limits’ was not required. A black and white metal sign with BPC liability would be needed. The loading bay adjacent to the shop would need to be marked out.  SK confirmed that the Shop had carried out a Risk Assessment of their own outside areas, and that BPC would provide a copy of our Risk Assessment to them.  The final RA will be presented at the next meeting for approval.
25/251 PROJECTS/FACILITIES:
1 MUGA - None
2 ERMIN STREET - Items added as per action point 14 above.
3 CEMETERY DIGITALISING- 
a) Update for scanning the ledgers provided by NG, he confirmed that photos of burial books where being taken in order to upload onto a data file and then onto the system and transferred onto the data base, a further meeting would take place this week to ensure that quality photos are taken in order to provide a hi-res photo of the hand writing on the burial record. NG will provide a timeline on when this could be completed by.

b) Update on security for database package provided by NG, he confirmed that the website link and log in details for access have been provided to Clerk and A/Clerk. Maintenance and improvement to the database needs tidying up. The website is not open to the public but can be adapted for public access in the future providing view only access to certain parts of records. 

c) Update for councillor and caretaker’s training was provided by NG via email to the Clerk to distribute to the appropriate staff/councillors.
4 PAVILION – The quote received from Pendle Properties was approved and for them to commence work on behalf of the parish council.
5 TREES – The Clerk confirmed that a purchase order had been sent for the red works on the tree survey.
25/252	CORRESPONDENCE 
The Clerk reported that the health and safety concerns regarding the drainage pond situated behind the Café/shop have been formally communicated to both the management company and Hayfields. In response, both parties have provided reassurance to the Council by confirming that a current and valid risk assessment is in place for this area.
25/253 PARISH MATTERS
Cllr Tayler thanked IJ for arranging the HIVE system at the village hall, the system is allowing times to be set to tie in with bookings provided via the calendar system. This system should show a reduction in gas costs. There were a couple of initial issues with the Reset button that have now been rectified with the electrician. It was also noted by the plumber that the pump was flowing the water the wrong way around the system, he would re-visit when preschool is not on site in order to carry out the repair.
Cllr Jankinson has been in discussion with Hazel from Golden Gatherings regarding a request for BPC to support GG by allowing Prestbury Trust to route funding to us for the Dial‑A‑Ride transport invoices, as GG has been unable to set up a charity bank account. This has been added as an action for the Clerk to review and to check the relevant BPC policies and procedures to confirm whether this can be facilitated. It should be noted that BPC must ensure there is no risk or liability associated with this arrangement, and that Hazel remains the primary point of contact. If agreed, all invoices would need to be addressed directly to BPC. The parish council will continue supporting Golden Gatherings, subject to compliance.
Cllr Hughes raised concerns to Cllr Weisinger concerning the Haul Road recent signage based on previous emails that PH had already sent to SBC regarding adoption of road. PH questioned whether Will Stone should be invited to comment on this matter considering the ongoing development in the area and the impact of this road not yet being adopted. A response from Cllr Weisinger is expected soon. Ij confirmed that Phillip Matlew had still not replied to his request to meet on this matter and other concerns. IJ will write further to SBC concerning this matter.
Cllr Keates confirmed that Charge My Street have received confirmation from the insurance company for the damaged charger unit and would be in contact with us soon with an update.
Cllr Selwood requested the need for Zoho mail to be replaced with an alternative provider due to glitches with the system that mail is difficult to relocate once opened; all agreed that that they have had similar issues. The option of a Microsoft business or private sector account should be opened using our current email address, NG confirmed he could assist the Clerk in ensuring that we have access to transfer these across. 
Cllr Taylor is reviewing supply and installation of stainless-steel bars for the MUGA.
Cllr Taylor is reviewing the electrics on site at BVH due to an earth issue, a quotation for replacement lights will be available that will provide money saving LED advantages due the high use of electricity in the current ones on site. It was agreed that this option would be beneficial at the pavilion too, but this should be reviewed as part of the pavilion re-furb project.
