Important Information Regarding Burial and Plot Arrangements
· Plot Allocation: All purchases and pre-purchases apply to the next available plot. 
The specific location of each plot is designated by the Parish Clerk. 
· A Right of Burial Deed—often called a Deed of Exclusive Right of Burial—is a legal document that grants a person the right to be buried in a specific grave plot. It doesn’t mean you own the land, but it gives you control over who can be buried there and what memorials may be placed.

· An interment fee is the charge for burying a person’s remains in a grave or cremation plot at the time of a funeral. It typically covers the administrative costs related to the burial process

· Plot Types and Charges:
· Single and double depth burial plots are available.

· Gravedigger Requirement:
· The funeral organiser must appoint an approved gravedigger and coordinate payment and dates for both burial and cremations.

· Definitions:
· Resident: An individual who resided in the Parish of Blunsdon at the time of death.
· Past Resident: An individual who relocated from the Parish of Blunsdon into care due to age or ill health within two years prior to their death may, at the Parish Clerk’s discretion, still be recognised as a Resident for the purposes of burial.
